Scotland
      Scotland is the north part of Great Britain. Five million people live in Scotland. Edinburgh is the capital of Scotland. There are two large cities here: Glasgow and Aberdeen. Scotland is full of mountains and lakes. The highest mountain is Ben Nevis. There are a lot of rivers. The sea nearly cuts the mountains into parts.

    The Scottish flag is a white cross on a blue background. The cross is the cross of Saint Andrew. Saint Andrew was a disciple of Jesus.

    The thistle is the national emblem of Scotland.
    A long time ago the Scots built many large churches beside the river. These churches were called Abbeys. The Scots built Melrose Abbey in 1136 but the English destroyed it in 1544. In the days of the Abbeys, the hills and farms were full of sheep and they still are.

    The country is divided into Highlands and Lowlands. Most part of the Scottish population lives in Lowlands. Scotland's biggest city, Glasgow, is situated on the bank of the river Clyde. Though this city is the biggest port and the most industrially developed, still it is not the capital. Edinburgh has been the capital of Scotland since the 15th century. It is known as "the Athens of the North" and is one of the United Kingdom's nicest cities.

   There is the Palace of Holyrood House in Edinburgh, the Queen's official residence in Scotland. 
   Glasgow is the heart of industry. It is a center of business and trade. Edinburgh is rather cold but attractive. Edinburgh is known as Athens of the North. If you walk around the city you can touch on history at every step. Practically every building has a tale to tell
. 
    The two most interesting parts of the city are the Old Town and the New Town. The Old Town lies between the Castle and Holyrood Palace. The Castle, in fact, is older than the city. No one can exactly say when the first settlers came to on the huge rock that stands high above Edinburgh. Later they built here a castle. It looks beautiful in any weather but at night when it is floodlit it looks just like a castle in a fairy-tale. It is not surprising that the Castle attracts a lot of tourists. These two cities have always attracted tourists from other countries. For example, Edinburgh is regarded as one of the most beautiful capitals in Europe. Its Old and New Towns are among the UNESCO. The major tourist attractions in the city are Edinburgh Castle, the Palace of Holyrood and the Royal Mile. Edinburgh Castle is the tallest fortress in the city. The Palace of Holyrood is the official residence of the Monarch of the UK in Scotland. The Royal Mile is a succession of streets which are formed in the Old Town. There are also three large universities including the University of Edinburgh, which was founded in 1583.    
    One of the most modest and yet one of the best known monuments in Edinburgh is a monument to dog called Bobby. The dog belonged to John Gray. When he died Bobby lived near his grave for twenty-six years. Later Bobby was buried near his master and his statue in the Old Town has become a symbol of devotion. The Old Town is a striking contrast to New Town with its white and beautiful streets. Princes Street is the most beautiful street of the New Town. It is Edinburgh's popular shopping center. Princess Street lies between the New Town and the Old Town. The modern town is on the lower side, the old one - on the higher. They look at each other across the valley under Scotland's blue sky. Glasgow is also popular with tourists. Its places of interest include the Burrell Collection, the Glasgow Cathedral and the Kelvingrove Museum. The Burrell Collection is a large art collection situated in Pollok Country Park. Glasgow Cathedral is also known as the High Kirk of Glasgow. The Kelvingrove Museum is not simply a museum but also an art gallery. It houses one of Europe’s great civic art collections. 

    In the north of Scotland there is a very famous lake – Loch Ness. It is not the largest lake in Britain, but it is thirty-five kilometers long. The water of the lake is dark and always very cold. And Loch Ness is full of fish. There cannot be many people who have not heard of the Loch Ness monster which appears in the news from time of time. For many years there have been reports of unusual large animals in the lake. There are many stories about the water monster “Nessie”. One of them says, for example, that one Sunday morning a young woman looked out of the dining-room window of the house near the lake and saw in the waters of Loch Ness the “largest animal I have ever seen”. It had, she said later, a giraffe-like neck, a very small head and a great dark grey body. That was in 1934, the year in which the first book about the Loch Ness monster was published. It is one of the reports received between 1933 and the present time.
    Glasgow also attracts tourists by its Gothic and Victorian architecture. Glasgow is famous for football teams: Rangers and Celtic. Most people in Glasgow are fans of one of teams. When they play against each other, thousands of fans go to watch. Rangers and Celtic have won more football competitions in Scotland than all the other Scottish teams. Glasgow has a busy cultural life. A lot of musicians, actors and singers come to Glasgow to give concerts. It the evenings the opera house, the cinemas and the concert halls are full. In cafes and pubs small groups sing, act, read poetry.
    Other interesting cities in Scotland are Stirling, Aberdeen, St Andrews and Perth. Stirling is a historic town in central Scotland. Its attractions include Stirling Castle and the Wallace National Monument. Aberdeen is also known as the “Granite City” and is renowned for its Gothic architecture. St Andrew is a small but busy town. The University of St Andrew’s is the oldest in Scotland. Perth is a small historic town on the east coast.
